FACILITY: Facility will adhere to USA Swimming Article 103 facilities standards.  25 yard pool, six (6) lanes with flow-thru lanes lines.  Colorado electronic timing system with six (6) line display board, horn start, manual-digital watch back up.  Computer placing and scoring.

RULES: Current USA and Alaska Swimming rules apply. USA warm-up and warm-down procedures will be followed. The facility and building rules will be enforced. All events will be swum as timed finals. A swimmer may enter a maximum of seven (8) individual events, excluding relays.  A swimmer may enter 1 event on Friday, up to four events on Saturday, and up to three on Sunday.

Coaches, please scratch those swimmers that you know will not be competing in the meet and/or event as soon as possible to ensure a smooth flow at the Clerk of Course. Failure to scratch may result in an empty lane during the event. 

ELIGIBILITY: All swimmers must be currently registered with USA Swimming. Swimmers must swim in the age group corresponding to their age on the day of the meet.

ENTRY INFORMATION: Entries must be submitted by diskette using the Hytek system. A hard copy of your team’s entries must be submitted with your diskette. Entries must be postmarked by Saturday, February 13, 2008, or emailed by Monday, February 15, 2006.  LATE ENTRIES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED

Teams 
are limited to 2 swimmers in the 1650 until both heats are full.
A signature of the club registration chair on the verification form shall attest to verification of each athlete’s current USA Swimming registration. If signed verification form is not received, the team entry will not be accepted.

SCORING: Only individual events in the appropriate age group will be scored. Scoring will be through sixth (6) place in accordance with USA rules (7-5-4-3-2-1). 
AWARDS:  Heat winners receive bananas.  There will be no bananas or points awarded for Friday exhibition swims.  The winning team is determined by the most banana peels at the end of the meet.  Awards are given for 1st-3rd place teams.  Ribbons will be awarded from 1st to 6th places finishers in each individual event.  First place boy and girl overall finishers in each age division receive awards.
